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Major talking points:

-The ‘built’ environment and how it interacts with a bionic city. Man-made structures attempt to mimic nature

-Bio-Mimetics: Can technology mimic the way nature works best? Earliest use of this concept was when man hunted mammoths. Today, we mimic birds through air travel or use mechanical fish to patrol harbors. The value of nature is off the scale.

-Mankind is beginning to realize animals are more valuable alive. 

-Resilience Theory: How can we turn a natural disaster into an opportunity?

-Disruptive Innovation:  internet would be an example.

-3-D Printing: Sterry holds that living comes down to need. Cities are no longer the hub of economic activity, especially with technology that can give you what you need in a rural environment.

-Project Earth-2: This looks to explore not how bad humans have been to the planet, but rather the opportunities we have to be more sustainable. Sterry is trying to make the concept less dull by promoting this through science fiction.

-Is technology enabling new behaviors? A good example is sensory buildings, which can sense if an occupant has had a heart attack. Two barriers to this: cost and policy.
